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In the November 1936 issue
of Fur Fish Game, Dick Wood
had an advertisement for his
“Photo Trapping Methods.”
The cost was a dollar and at
the time, Dick lived at North
Chattanooga, Tennessee.

A complete copy of these
methods included three 14 by
8 1/2 inch sheets along with
four “plates” that contained
four photographs on each one.
Two of the sheets included set
descriptions and the third was | P
the “Secret of Scent Lures” B :
which included twenty-nine
tested formulas. The three le-
gal sheets and four plates were
sent in a tan 7 1/2 by 5 1/2
inch envelope.

Dick included the names and
photographs of the trappers
who used some of the sets in-
cluding Bill Randall, E.J. Dai-
ley and Wallace Walters of
Manitoba.. Dailey’s name and
photographs were included. A
picture of Walters was includ-
ed, but not his name while
Randall’s name was included,
but no photograph.

Many of the photographs
where used in Triumph Trap
Company and W.A. Gibbs &
Son trapping brochures. The
advertisement was placed after
Gibbs sold both companies to
the Animal Trap Company.
